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From Our Rector 
The program, Our Faith, Our Hope, Re-Imagine Church 

is in full gear this fall. It is an ambitious undertaking in 

which we at St Timothyôs hope to raise $365,000 in 

pledges, spread over the next five years.  

We keep forty per cent of the money raised for work in 

the parish. Should we reach our goal, this amounts to 

$146,000. We plan to use this for staffing, organ repairs 

and increasing accessibility.   

The Diocese has outlined how they plan to distribute the 

funds raised to support new and creative ways of carrying 

out the mission of the church. They will be funding 

projects and ministries that will move the church forward 

into a new era of being the church in todayôs world.  

The first phase which is nearing completion has raised 

nearly $160,000. The visits have been going well and 

many have caught a vision of what is possible. The 

Executive Committee has been working well together 

since mid August. Sixteen visitors have volunteered their 

time to do visits and make calls. Some visitors have 

expressed how nice it has been to visit others and talk 

about the church and its ministry. Some 

 

parishioners have contacted me without being asked and 

offered their financial support. It is gratifying to see the 

response of generous people making sacrificial gifts.  

The next phase will begin shortly and will involve calling 

people and asking for their support.  

I was thinking to myself, what if I give the equivalent of 

a large cup of cappuccino a day, for five years? 

Depending on your store of choice, here is how much 

you would donate: 

Tim Hortons  $ 5055.25 

Starbucks      $ 7573.75 

Second Cup   $ 8760.00 

Very few of us could write a cheque for these total 

amounts, yet a pledge of less than $5 a day will make a 

sacrificial gift. Think of the difference we can make in 

the lives of others and in the future of the church. 

Please learn about the program, pray for our parish 

response and pray about your commitment. Together let 

us pave the way for the church of tomorrow and help 

provide the resources needed to carry out the ministry of 

the church in this parish, in the Diocese and beyond.

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From Our Associate Curate 
Even before I began working here as assistant curate, I'd 

talked to Greg about the ñmissionalò theme of last year's 

Breakaway, and the interest at St Timothy's in finding 

ways to connect more intentionally with the wider 

community, participating in God's work in the world 

wherever it might be happening in our area. I've been 

happy to be able to make this part of the focus of my 

curacy, and I'd like to update you on some of what we've 

been doing together. 

Our community lunches, which we have held on the 

fourth Monday of every month since July, are bringing 

into our building a slowly growing group of people in 

need of good, nutritious food at the end of the month, as 

well as good company and time to socialize and chat. 

Some are seniors, many are people living on disability 

while others are trying to find employment. A few have 

significant mental health issues. We are pleased that 

we've been able to make our space into a safe, welcoming 

and open environment for them. Support of this program 

by parishioners has been inspiring ï people have 

prepared delicious main dishes, salads and desserts, but 

even more importantly have taken the time to sit down 

with our guests and get to know them, and help them to 

learn a bit about us and begin to feel like part of our 

church community. 

In November, a staff member from the Anne Johnston 

Health Station will be visiting the lunch program in order 

to speak to our guests (and any interested volunteers as 

well!) about diabetes prevention and management. We 

have also joined the AJHS faith advisory committee, 

which meets about four times a year and includes 

representatives of many area churches and other faith 

groups. AJHS has many innovative and important 

programs for seniors, especially those who are physically 

frail or suffering from Alzheimer's, and for their 

caregivers, as well as youth programming and programs 

for people with serious physical disabilities. We look 

forward to working with them further, finding ways that 

we can collaborate in bringing health care to those in 

need and enriching the work of our church. 

Many people have spoken to me about the large number 

of nannies who work in our neighbourhood, and their 

wish to find ways to connect with this community. We're 

pleased that we've been able to begin this process by 

hosting a Christmas party for nannies working in this 

area on December 3rd. The group will provide their own 

music, food and social programming, but some of us will 

be here as well to make them feel welcome and to begin 

building relationships with some of these women, who 

are a big part of our local fabric, but often socially 

isolated and vulnerable. 

Crystal and I have also made a few visits to the Lawrence 

Heights housing project (near Lawrence West Station), a 

troubled but also dynamic community, facing issues of 

economic deprivation, gun violence, and a major 

redevelopment of their area. We have spoken to workers 

at the community centre and in the Lawrence Heights 

Inter-Organization Network, and attended a showing of 

films made by the youth of Lawrence Heights, which was 

a very exciting and impressive event. I hope that we can 

find ways to build on these contacts and continue to 

engage with the Lawrence Heights residents. 

Of course, being missional is not just about what the 

parish does, but about what our parishioners do in their 

daily life and work ï being missional is about you, most 

of all! We all need to go out into the world to carry out 

our many responsibilities with a mindful intention of 

participating in God's work; and we as a parish also try to 

build up our people so that they're better resourced to do 

this. With this in mind, we're hosting four sessions on 

prayer with the Sisters of St John the Divine, and one of 

our parishioners has begun a weekly contemplative 

prayer session in the church on Thursday mornings. 

These are exciting times at St Timothy's, and we 

encourage you all to stay in touch and take part in 

activities as you're able.

From Our Coordinator of 
Congregation Development 
Whatõs Happening in Church School 
As you all know, we have been trying out a new Church 

School program.  Thank you to everyone who has been 

participating in this ï both our children and the 

volunteers!  Experimenting with drama, music and Messy 

Church has been a lot of fun.  Weôve had a fair number of 

children come out to most of our activities, and they 

seem to have a great time participating in this new model 

of Church School that is more hands-on and activity-

oriented.   

This being said, we are hoping to spring board from our 

current idea of Church School into a more curriculum-

based approach that is still hands-on and activity-

oriented.  We will be using a Spark Rotational 

Curriculum, which means that we will be learning about 

one story in the Bible for several weeks in a row.  This 

learning is varied for different learning styles using a 

rotation of different activities.  These activities include 

science, art, drama, games, music and cooking!  Each of 

these activities looks at the Bible story in question from a 

variety of perspectives.  We will begin working through 

The Good Samaritan Spark Rotational curriculum in the 

New Year.  I am excited about this approach, as it is 
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more like a unit in school that teaches students about an 

idea over a period of time, which allows children to take 

in what they are learning and helps them to  remember 

the meaning behind the story.  This lets kids who may not 

have been able to attend church for a week or two to 

learn about the story weôve been talking about.  The goal 

of this kind of learning is that our children will be able to 

gain a deeper level of understanding (and fun) of 

particular Bible stories (and the Bible as a whole), instead 

of one lesson based on one story.   

In other news, on October 23rd we had a change of pace 

during our regular church service by having an integrated 

one, and many of you got to experience this first-hand!  

There was an interactive sermon from Greg and singing 

from the childrenôs choir in partnership with our regular 

choir.  Also, Saba B and Chiara P wrote and read the 

Prayers of the People that they created.  We were able to 

include one of our youngest members in bearing a gift, as 

well.  Last of all, we also had colouring off to one side 

for kids who wanted to keep their hands busy and listen 

at the same time. Thanks to all who made the service 

possible. 

On a final note, as most of you know, I will be leaving St 

Timothyôs around the end of November because my 

husband, Scott, and I are moving to Kitchener-Waterloo.  

The decision to move was a difficult one, however, I am 

thrilled for Scott who was offered an amazing 

employment opportunity in Waterloo.  This opportunity 

is the reason we are leaving Toronto, and our moving 

date is quickly approaching on November 25th.  We will 

miss all of you at St Timothyôs, and I wanted to thank 

you all for my time here.  Working at St. Timothyôs has 

been a wonderful experience and Iôve really enjoyed 

getting to know all of you.

       Blessing the Animals 2011 
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Animal Blessing Sermon 
I wonder, sometimes, when we come around to the 

blessing of the animals, how it is we think we have the 

right to do this. For us, these complicated troublesome 

human beings, to presume to bless creatures who are 

probably much closer than ourselves to what their 

Creator intended them to be, innocent in a way that is 

beyond our grasp, and so often abused and misused by 

our species ï sometimes I think that we should be going 

to them and asking for their forgiveness instead. 

But, of course, we aren't really blessing animals ï or 

rather, asking God to bless them ï for the benefit of the 

animals. They are blessed by God already, from the 

moment of their creation, for, as we heard in Genesis, 

creation and blessing are inseparable. All things, all 

creatures, are from God and of God, and are good, and 

are blessed. For us to ask God to bless these very good 

creatures is at best to acknowledge something that 
already exists. 

We do it, I think, mostly to remind ourselves. We get 

very focussed on the human world. We get very 

preoccupied with God's dealings with the human world, 

and perhaps we are right to do so, because it is our world, 

and it is complicated, we are complicated. We, probably 

alone among the creatures, have the knowledge of our 

own mortality, we have free will and the ability to choose 

good or evil, and that makes us troubled and complex and 
interesting. 

But we are not the only creatures in God's world. And 

God's life is also being lived out in the life of a labrador 

retriever or a gray tabby or a baby otter, and even in the 

lives of creatures who aren't so attractive to humans, the 

jellyfish and the slugs and the tardigrades. God's world 

overflows with creative energy, and I am sometimes 

made very happy by looking at footage of weird undersea 

creatures, glowing squids and ancient fish, or of tiny 

huge-eyed lemurs in unexplored rainforests, because they 

are so wonderful and beautiful and strange, because God 

and the processes of evolution have created such wild 

variety, such nearly impossible diversity, simply because 
life takes joy in living. 

And maybe, too, we do it because it is a way of asking 

their forgiveness, for we often do not treat them well, 

these vulnerable creatures. The animals who are here 

today are, I'm very confident, loved and well cared for 

animals who live in a real relationship with us, a 

relationship with respect on both sides (well, maybe not 

so much respect from the cats towards the humans, 

because cats are just like that). But we are not kind to 

many others, to the strays, to the animals in factory 

farms, to the wild animals whose habitats we destroy 

without even thinking about it, the creatures we drive to 

the brink of extinction. 

Perhaps, when we declare the reality of God's blessing 

upon these animals here, we can also use it as a way to 

tell all of God's non-human creation that we, the most 

difficult among his creatures, the most likely to go astray 

from our intended purpose, are sorry. 

So we do this; we touch them and tell them that they are 

loved by God, though in their way they know this better 

than we do, because they know that life is good, that it is 

good to sleep and eat and make noises and sniff other 

animals and just go on living their proper creaturely lives. 

We will never be that simple or that pure, never as light 

as the birds of the air or as lovely as the luminescent 

squid, never as perfectly content as a cat in the sun or as 

perfectly happy as a well-fed dog. But at least we have 

the language to say this ï that God created the world, and 

saw that it was good, and that this goodness can never be 

extinguished.

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Seven Stewardship Myths, Busted! 
Printed in The Anglican, September 2011 
A few weeks back, the Rev. Bill Welch and I were 

discussing what motivates people to be generous. In 

the midst of the Our Faith-Our Hope ministry 

campaign we are hearing heart-warming stories of 

people making generous and joyful commitments to 

support the work of the Church in the diocese. 

However, the major fundraising campaign supports 

needs that are over and above those supported by 

regular giving. It is the ongoing, dedicated and regular 

giving of time, talent and treasure that ensures our 

parishes are vibrant faith communities.  

Often we encounter all sorts of arguments that push 

back against our efforts to inspire a more profound 

level of generosity in our churches. Together, Bill and 

I came up with Seven Stewardship Myths that need to 

be banished from our conversations about giving, 

receiving and contemporary Christian living.  

Myth: More People = More Money  

Truth: Time and again parish leaders state that if they 

simply had new families join then their stewardship 

problems would be solved. Sorry, but stewardship 

begins at home. It is a discipline for the whole 

congregation and it begins with the people who are in 

this place at this time. Besides, if we canôt make it 

work with those who are present, what makes us think 

we can make it work with newcomers?  

Myth: Talking about money is taboo  

Truth: Faith and finances do mix. There are over 

2,300 direct references to financial considerations in 

the Bible. We should not be surprised to learn that 

Jesus spoke about money and those things we turn into 

false idols in nearly half of His parables, an indication 

that this requires serious consideration in our 

commitment as disciples.  

Myth: Stewardship is the same as fundraising  

Truth: Fundraising is always done to support a need; 

it is about fixing the roof, buying a new organ, 

installing an elevator or painting the church walls (the 

needs are endless). Alternatively, stewardship is a 

spiritual discipline. Stewardship is a complete lifestyle 

of accountability to God. Stewardship is not predicated 

on a single act, rather it is an idea that we incorporate 

into our daily lives.  

Myth: Stewardship is just about money  

Truth: To be a steward is to acknowledge that 

everything we have ï our talents, our wealth, our 

families and all those things that we acquire ï is 

actually Godôs. We nurture and share Godôs gifts 

abundantly. We give generously and joyfully of all that 

we have ï including our money - because we have 

already received the free gift of life and its 

accompanying benefits.  

Myth: People in our parish canôt afford to give  

Truth: This statement makes the presumption that 

some people know what is best for others. To deny 

people an opportunity to embrace the life of a steward 

is to deny them the opportunity to fully live out their 

Christian discipleship. It also reflects a theology of 

scarcity that threatens to completely engulf all aspects 

of oneôs life including oneôs relationships with others. 

The theology of scarcity is one of the greatest 

impediments to growth in our churches. Adopting this 

principle is also one of the quickest ways to close a 

church. 

Myth: Guilt motivates giving  

Truth: Grace motivates giving. If giving is forced it 

will not grow and it certainly cannot be sustained. God 

wants our giving to be joyful and abundant, not done in 

a spirit of obligation or indifference. A spirit of 

altruism ï to give without expectation of recognition or 

return ï cannot be nurtured and shared if it is rooted in 

guilt.  

Myth: People automatically know to give 

generously  

Truth: If this were the case, then parishes would not 

encounter chronic financial and resourcing problems. 

Unless congregants are informed of the time, talent and 

treasure demands on a parish they may never feel 

inclined to give more than $5 a week. With annual 

giving levels in the diocese of Toronto at close to 2% 

of family incomes, there is a real need for constant 

education, invitations to live out Christian discipleship, 

and a commitment to personal growth. Dedicated 

annual stewardship education is essential if we are to 

inspire full participation from our church membership.  

The real problem with any of these myths is that they 

often lead us to do the exact opposite of that which 

inspires growth in our churches. However, as 

evidenced by our healthiest parishes, many of the 

assumptions listed above never enter into the 

conversation. For most, stewardship doesnôt just 

happen, it is a life-long process. If you would like to 

cultivate a spirit of generous living and a deeper 

commitment to discipleship in your church, think 

about how you might incorporate the truths about 

stewardship and then take action.

So, óyesô 

is my answer to everyone who has inquired as to whether 

ñPoppies Growò will be installed again this year, albeit 

with a few changes.  

Now that the St Timothy installation is essentially done, 

the next part of the project is to gain permission from 

property owners to post duplicate information at the 

addresses within the community where the individuals on 

the Honour Roll lived prior to enlistment. As well, I am 

contacting other faith groups and organizations who may 

be custodians of WWII Honour Rolls, to invite them to 

participate. 

It is my sincere hope that in the coming year during 

Veteransô Week, as we walk along the streets of our 

community, each Poppy will provide a poignant 

recognition that one of our former neighbours lost their 

life, and their future. Sadly, we have many to thank. 

Keeping in public view the names of these individuals is 

just one of the ways that we can pay tribute.
